Below is a list of plants and their classification for the kilei zera'im and kilei hakerem
prohibitions. All of these plants can be found on the kilei zera'im calculator. Use the calculator to
calculate the required distances in order to avoid the kilayim prohibition.

Update: Cheshvan 5786 (November 2025).

Categories: Tree, vegetable, spreading vegetable, legume, grain, grapevine, and ornamental
plant.

Superscript(*): No distance necessary for identical numbers -- All plants marked with the same
number in superscript are considered the same species vis-a-vis kilei zera'im and kilei hakerem.*

Asterisk(*): Plants with disputed classification — for such plants we are stringent for kilej
zera'im and kilei hakerem according to all opinions.?

! Some plants are planted for the seed or kernel, halachically classifying them as legumes; the same
plant can be planted for the pod or stems and leaves, thereby classifying them as vegetables. Despite
their different classifications, they nonetheless are the same exact plant, so no distancing is
necessary.

Similarly, there are plants with annual and perennial varieties (basil), and certain gourds have non-

spreading plants from the gourd family have spreading varieties. While these plants have different

halachic classifications, based on their properties, no distancing is required. There are also different
plants that are similar enough to be considered the same halachic species.

2 Plants marked with an asterisk are subject to dispute between the Ashkenazi and Sephardi
posekim; most Ashkenazi posekim maintain that these plants are obligated in orlah (and thus
classified as trees), while most Sephardi posekim exempt them from orlah and classify them as
vegetables. Nevertheless, both groups are stringent with regard to kilei zera'im and kilei hakerem, so
we list them as vegetables.
